the year an award is applied for or a full time student 
at an accredited college or university. 

 Provide a list of colleges/universities applied to and       
        letters of acceptance when available. 
 Provide proof of military service by deceased parent  
        and confirmation death occurred while in active duty. 
 Submit a statement by the applicant clearly stating  
        his/her educational goals and why assistance is 
        needed. 
 Provide one letter of recommendation from a teacher  
        or school advisor who knows the applicant personally.
